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European Day of Lay Judges

In conjunction with associations from all over Europe we are collaborating in establishing a 'European Day of Lay Judges'. The objective of this is to encourage throughout Europe participation by members of the public in the justice system. With this in mind, it is proposed to strengthen cooperation between national associations of lay judges, magistrates etc. in Europe and to develop a European system of lay judges and other designations. This project is receiving financial support as part of the Civil Justice Programme operated by the European Commission and directed by the Bundesverband ehrenamtlicher Richterinnen und Richter (Federal Association of Lay Judges) as well as the European Academy Berlin (EAB). 

The basis for the 'European Day of Lay Judges' is intended to be provided through a European Charter of Lay Judges, which will be drawn up and elaborated up to the middle of 2012. This Charter is designed to indicate ways and forms of successful and effective public participation in jurisdiction in the European Union and to include approaches with a view to implementation.
